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Guidelines for Dual Major in BBA Program
(To be Effective from Fall 2025)

1. Course and Credit Requirements
i) Total Credit Requirement:
Students pursuing a dual major are required to complete  150 credit hours, including 132 credit hours for the first major and an additional 18 credit hours for the second major.
ii) Additional Course Requirement for the Second Major:
To declare a dual major, students must complete an additional 18 credit hours, taking compulsory courses specific to the second major.
2. Eligibility Criteria
Students must maintain a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.25 to be eligible for a dual major.
3. Declaration and Course Enrollment Process
i) Consultation with Academic Advisor:
Students are required to consult with their academic advisor to discuss the feasibility, requirements, and implications of pursuing a dual major.
ii) Formal Application:
Students must submit a formal application to the Dean of the Faculty of Business. The application must include approval from both the primary and secondary major departments.
iii) Timing of Declaration:
Students are encouraged to declare their dual major by the end of their second year.
iv) Course Enrollment:
Students must complete an additional 18 credit hours of compulsory courses for the second major after fulfilling the course requirements for their primary major and before commencing their internship.
4. Overlap Policy
In the event that a compulsory course is required for both majors, students must take an elective course to fulfill the 150-credit requirement for the dual major.
5. Internship Requirement
Students are required to complete one internship in either of the two major areas, based on their preference.
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
